Prior to working 
with the Chronicle, Kipen was the senior editor of Buzz magazine, editing and helping to write the “What’s the 
Buzz?” section about his native Southern California. 
 
He is the editor and author of the recently published book The Schreiber Theory: A Radical Rewrite of Film History 
from Agee to Zaillian.   Kipen received his bachelor’s degree in literature from Yale University in 1985. 
 
Ozarka College is one of 72 communities nationwide participating in the Big Read, an initiative of the National 
Endowment for the Arts (NEA) designed to restore reading to the center of American culture. The NEA spon-
sors the Big Read in partnership with the Institute of Museum and Library Services and in cooperation with Arts 
Midwest.
