He states that in order to
ensure beautiful foliage from
year to year, trees should be
fertilized in the spring as well as
in the fall when trees are dor-
mant. “Look for a good fertilizer
that has nitrogen, iron and cal-
cium,” Rush advises.

are putting together care pack-
ages for the troop, which will
include letters and artwork
from the children, as well as
any donated supplies for the
140 soldiers. According to
Pinkston, “These men and
women do not have any place
to shop and depend solely on
what family and friends send to
them.” She says some items
they can use are toiletries,
such as toothbrushes and
toothpaste, shampoo, deodor-
ant, razors and shaving cream.
They also use prepaid phone
cards, stamps, envelopes and
stationary to correspond with
family and friends.

Other items they enjoy are
magazines, and snack food
items like gum, beef jerky,
granola and cereal bars, crack-
ers, cookies, pre-sweetened
Kool-aid, trail mix and other
non-perishable food items.
She adds, “No pork products
of any kind are allowed in Iraq
and they suggest not sending
chocolate or anything that
would melt.”

The Kids Academy has placed
collection boxes in the Ozarka
Library and the Kids Academy.
They are planning to send the
care packages on at the end of
May. For more information
on “Adopt a Troop” contact
Pinkston at 368-7868.
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to “rough” up the ground sur-
rounding the tree, about two
feet around. Further, if there is
sod or grass, it should be taken
out using a hoe or other imple-
ment.

Next, “water the ground very
well,” Dave emphasizes, “before
applying the fertilizer.” The
fertilizer can then be applied at
about one-and-a half pounds per
10-12 foot tree, such as the
newer trees Dave installed last
fall.

He also adds that extra effort
should be taken on trees and
lawn to provide plenty of water
during those times when the
area is not receiving enough
rainfall.

Along with the new trees
around Ozarka, Dave has in-
stalled a new watering system as
well as new landscaping in front
of the Wyth Duke Adult Educa-
tion Building, which includes
magnolia bushes and other
shrubbery.
